PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
Any member of the public will be allowed no more than 5 minutes to address members present.  Any suitable issues taken from this discussion will be placed on forthcoming Agenda.  
Victoria Hunter, Chairman of the Festival Committee reported to the members how a public meeting regenerated the failing Festival.  The Festival will take place on the Village Green on Saturday 1st July 2017 with further activities at Sugar Mill Ponds the following weekend.  Any funds raised from the Festival will be donated to memorials for George Hessay.
A member of staff and two students from Snaith School attended the meeting with their thoughts about various memorials proposed to the memory of George Hessay, a circular bench being the main memorial.

Councillor F.W. Sykes, a past Chairman of Rawcliffe History Group, informed the students that the Rawcliffe History Group had sufficient funds due to the sale of the “Rawcliffe Books”  to purchase a circular seat to go round the tree on the Village Green if that is what the students would like.  The two student representatives were delighted with this gesture.  A plaque would be placed on the new seat from the History Group in memory of George and for the young people of the Parish.  Councillor F.W. Sykes made it clear that no plaques should be placed on the tree as this is a living thing.  Permission was given by Rawcliffe Parish Council for the siting of this bench on the Village Green.
RESOLVED – proposed and seconded that the Chairman re-open the meeting.

TO RECEIVE CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

Immediately following the tragic death of George Hessay a Sympathy Card was sent to the family on behalf of Rawcliffe Parish Council.
It was agreed that the whole of the two weeks ground rent from G.Tuckers Fair in total £300 will be given to the family of George Hessay as a mark of respect.  
It has been noted that G. Tuckers Fair donated £1,470 to the family and members of the Parish Council agreed this was a kind gesture.

Mr. & Mrs. R. Dresser will be assisting with parking of vehicles for the memorial service.

Good wishes of the Parish Council were given to Councillor John Taylor and his staff at Costcutter for serving the community for 37 years.  It was noted that a Post Office would be opening within the Costcutter premises.

It was agreed that if The Circus had a window in their busy schedule they would be allowed to visit the Parish.

Councillor M. McKenna, together with Ward Councillor Fox have recently attended a Garden Party at Buckingham Palace.

Streetscene – a member of the public has shown an interest in attending the Streetscene Walk About which is taking place on 30th May 2017.  A letter will be given to this resident and ask him to place his points in an envelope which will be given to the ERYC representative.  A letter from a disabled resident who finds great difficulty travelling between Rawcliffe and Rawcliffe Bridge will also be given to the ERYC representative during his visit.

TO RECEIVE AN UP TO DATE REPORT ON THE PLAY N SK8 PARK & TO DISCUSS RAWCLIFFE BRIDGE PLAYING FIELD 

a.  The monthly inspection of the play areas in Rawcliffe and Rawcliffe Bridge has been carried out and the report received by the Clerk.

The Cargo Net is badly frayed and needs replacing.  This was considered a low risk during the Annual Inspection.
b.  A weekly ‘walk through’ visual inspection has taken place for Insurance purposes.  During this inspection it has been noted that a spring is missing from a piece of equipment.  This is to be repaired.

A hastily called public meeting had in excess of 40 interested persons attend, from which a Committee was formed and the Committee are working towards a slightly scaled down event just for this year. 

Festival 2017 will take place on 1st July 2017 with a procession from Rawcliffe Bridge with vintage cars, tractors and walking children.  
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An event is to take place at Sugar Mill Ponds the following weekend.  A smaller produce show is to take place in the Village Hall and refreshments will be served in the Village Hall and on the Village Green.  There will be no sports the week before Festival at Rawcliffe Bridge.

TO DISCUSS THE HIRING OF SPEED INDICATOR DEVICES

Ward Councillor John Barrett states that Police are over stretched and are having difficulty checking the perceived speed of motorists in all areas.  Steve Proctor a traffic consultant was speaking on Humberside Radio recently stating that speed restrictions are usually ignored and those caught speeding are usual locals.  Councillor Barrett states that he does not expect Parish & Town Councils to push for additional speed restrictions unless it is due to deaths or serious or numerous incidents caused by collisions.  Members of Rawcliffe Parish Council were appalled at this email.
Temporary devices are to be ordered for Rawcliffe and Rawcliffe Bridge as a traffic calming measure.
