RESOLVED – proposed and seconded that the Chairman re-open the meeting.

Agenda Item 139 was discussed at this point.

A letter has been received from Heptonstalls Solicitors asking if Rawcliffe Parish Council would transfer a small area of land to their client to enable them to keep their front porch on the property and thus enable any future sale of their property to proceed to completion.

RESOLVED – that Rawcliffe Parish Council are not in a position to transfer land to the residents and therefore the request by the Solicitors has been refused.

Members of Rawcliffe Parish Council were sympathetic and confirmed with the owners of the property that The Village Green, registered to Rawcliffe Parish Council, was under the blanket protection of 

Various Acts concerning Open Greens.  Members of the Parish Council suggested that the owners go back to their Solicitors and ask for their advice regarding past searches which did not reveal this information and perhaps contact ERYC Planning/Enforcement and ask why this problem was not brought to light and investigated during earlier searches for the last two sales.

TO RECEIVE CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

The Clerk was congratulated for being included in the Queens’s Birthday Honours List and awarded the British Empire Medal which marks 40 years service with the Parish Council and other Charities within the Parish.
Members were thanked for attending George Hessey’s funeral and for their messages of sympathy to the family.  Special thanks were given to Mr. Roy Dresser and family for organising the parking.
Rawcliffe History Group were also thanked for their kind donation of a memorial seat which should be delivered shortly.  Mr. Roy Zaifert is to secure the seat on the Village Green and Mr. Roy Dresser has offered to treat the seat once in situ as a token of sympathy to the family.

Councillor David McKenna was thanked for raising the Armed Forces Day Flag on the Village Green.

Councillor M. McKenna was thanked for producing the Village Newsletter.

The trees in the Cemetery has received attention and have been made safe.

Streetscene Report stated that double yellow lines would not be placed in various places in the Parish as a road safety measure because there have been no fatalities, bus congestion or serious accidents since 2014. 

It has been noted that the Traffic Control have been seen on the Village Green checking speed of vehicles.

Rawcliffe & Rawcliffe Bridge Festival is to take place on Saturday 1st July and through the following weekend.

A charity football match is to take place at Rawcliffe Bridge on 19th August. ERYC are to be asked to make sure the grass is in good order.
The Chairman stated that it was pleasant to see the whole community getting together during various occasions.

Members were given a list of work which should be completed in line with the Quinquennial Diocesan Architect’s Report.  
 
RESOLVED – that Specifications will be collated for further tenders to be issued for completion of the relaying of the York Stone paving stones on the front path leading to the west door and point up pillars; repair and relay the paving stone on the disabled ramp,  and the removal of the offending tree.

Councillor Taylor noted that there is very poor access onto the newly tarmacked path.


RESOLVED – that investigations should be made regarding disabled access onto this path.

TO DISCUSS THE USE OF FACEBOOK


SLCC issue an invitation to their Regional Training Seminar on 16th August 2017 in Barnsley for learning opportunity on social media.  Councillor D. McKenna suggested the Clerk should attend this Seminar.

The use of Facebook has been an overall success and the Chairman thanked Councillor Wade for her help.

A policy for the use of Facebook should be adopted and this matter will be placed on the July Agenda.

TO DISCUSS THE NEW VENUE FOR MEETINGS OF RAWCLIFFE PARISH COUNCIL


Because of Health and Safety issues with the Village Hall having no disabled access it was proposed that the venue for meetings of the Parish Council should be moved from the Village Hall to the Gospel Hall.  The Gospel Hall is available at £8 per hour on Thursday evenings.  Councillor J. Taylor stated that he would be unavailable to attend the meetings most Thursday evenings before 8pm.

Councillor D. Mckenna proposed that the meetings should be moved to the Gospel Hall and to take place the 4th Thursday of the month except August and December when there would be no meetings.  Councillor M. McKenna seconded this proposal.  A show of hands indicated 5 members were in favour.


RESOLVED – that Mr. Mason will be contacted and asked to book the Hall for use.

TO RECEIVE AND DECIDE UPON A REQUEST FOR TRANSFER OF LAND TO A RESIDENT OF THE GREEN.

This matter was discussed under Agenda item 128 to enable the owners of the property in question to speak to the Parish Council.

TO DISCUSS THE STATE OF THE TREES ON THE RIVERBANK

Various complaints have been made regarding the trees on the Riverbank.  It was agreed that these trees require some attention.

RESOLVED – that ERYC will be contacted and asked if they could carry out remedial works to the trees.

TO DISCUSS SPEEDING, NOISE AND POLLUTION AND RESPONSES TO THE PEOPLES’ PETITION


Indications have been received from ERYC that they do not wish to have double yellow parking restrictions at various points in the Parish and as indicated during the recent Street Scene Walkabout.  Two 

photographs taken by ERYC officers show little evidence of parking issues but does show one vehicle parked illegally on the corner of the Green.

ERYC informs the Parish Council that an officer has inspected the area on several occasions while passing through the area and has not noted any parking issues in this area.  The collision statistics show a number of slight injuries all which were in 2014 or earlier, therefore it would suggest the problem has already been dealt with.  There have been no obstructions to bus services.  If vehicles are parking within 10m or 32ft of a junction this can be dealt with by the Police who can issue a fixed penalty notice as deemed necessary.

Councillor D. McKenna states that he is awaiting a reply from ERYC regarding a recent Residents Petition.

TO DISCUSS AND RESOLVE PAYMENT TO INFORMATION COMMISSION re DATA PROTECTION

Information has been received from ERNLLCA indicating that each Parish Council should register against Data Protection issues.

Councillor Handley stated that she will investigate this issue and report back to the July meeting.

TO DISCUSS POSSIBLE FINANCING OF THE EARLY MORNING SERVICE BUS


Councillor Handley reported to members present that the early morning bus service from Rawcliffe Bridge has been curtailed.  The possible funding of such a service by the Parish Council was discussed.

RESOLVED – that Rawcliffe Parish Council will not fund this bus service which would make a precedent.

TO DISCUSS THE POSSIBILITY OF HAVING MORE NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH AREAS WITHIN THE PARISH.

It has been noted that within the Parish there would have to be several Neighbourhood Watch Areas to make this project successful.  In past years there have been Neighbourhood Watch Areas some more successful than others but volunteers were not readily available.

Ward Councillor Fox echoed the congratulations of the Chairman to the Clerk for being awarded the British Empire Medal in the Queen’s Birthday Honours List.
