TO RECEIVE CHAIRMAN’S REPORT


Charity Football Match – raised £1,600.

Changing Rooms – the plans are now with ERYC who should be able to make a decision in the near future.


Memorial Bench – the History Group were thanked for the donation of the bench to the memory of George Hessay.  The bench was handed over to the youth of the Parish at a special informal ceremony which was well attended.  Mr. Roy Zaifert and Mr. Roy Dresser were both thanked for the installation work and the treating of the bench.

Heritage Day – was well supported and a talk on the history of St. James’ Church was well received.


Visitors to the Village Green – caused interest and left the Green when promised and left little mess which was resolved by the Chairman and his wife.


Street Scene – have been carrying out their work in the Parish.  The drainage problem at Gossip Wood Road is being addressed by Ward Councillor C. Fox.


Croda 1% Club – will be painting the seats on the Village Green shortly.

Grass cutting of the Playing Field – is not satisfactory and as complaints have been made to the Parish Council, ERYC are to be contacted.


Autistic Centre – have made it known there is the possibility of releasing some of their land for allotments if required.

Rawcliffe Playing Field – A resident of Westfield Close which abuts the Football area of the Playing Field has been contacting the Parish Council and ERYC in an effort to get the vegetation cut back as this is now offensive.  ERYC have confirmed that this is not a Parish Council matter and they will deal with it to the best of their ability.

ERYC have contacted the residents and stated the legalities and ownership of the offending piece of land.


ERYC Road Traffic – A temporary prohibition of through traffic on part of Bridge Lane, Rawcliffe Bridge between the property known as Bridge Foot and Decoy Farm Access Road will take place on Monday 9th October 2017 for approximately 4 weeks.


Department of Health – Health, Care & Wellbeing Overview and Scrutiny Sub-Committees referral on Urgent Care Services was forwarded to the Secretary of State for Health in April, 2017.


SLCC full day conference in Barnsley was most informative with speakers covering Insurance, Finance, Duties of the Clerk and Social Media.

ERYC – Mike Ball has notified the Parish of the closure of the bridge over the Dutch River at Rawcliffe Bridge for a period of four weeks commencing Monday 23rd October.
