Poppies & Wreaths – have been stitched and fixed and will be ready for Remembrance weekend.  The Chairman thanked everyone involved in this project.

Scarecrow Festival – congratulated Paul for his efforts in achieving a community spirit within the Parish and wished him well for the Festival Day.


Christmas Light Garlands – will be extended to the next two trees.  To extend beyond these trees would not be cost effective.


Christmas Tree Lights – switch on time will be – Rawcliffe Bridge, Thursday 30th November 2017 at 6pm and Rawcliffe, Sunday 3rd December 2017 at 6pm.  Rawcliffe School have indicated that they are holding an event in St. James’ Church after the switching on of the lights.  Although the erection, lights and illuminating of the tree and light garlands are solely the domain of Rawcliffe Parish Council, the Parish Council hold no responsibility for other events taking place in church afterwards.

TO RECEIVE CLERK’S REPORT

Notice Board - All documentation has been returned to The Parish Notice Board Company and delivery and installation will take 6-8 weeks.  Payment will be made upon completion.

Poppy Wreaths have been ordered for Remembrance Sunday.  The Service at Rawcliffe Church will be 9.30am and at the War Memorial at 10.50am.  Councillor Wade will lay the wreath on behalf of the Parish Council.

Christmas Trees – have been ordered and Keith Fillingham will erect both trees.  Both schools have been informed of the date and time of the lighting of the trees.  Jubbs of Snaith are looking into whether or not extra lights on the trees bordering the High Street will be a possibility.


Changing Rooms – the Planning Application is now with ERYC who confirm that Building Regulations will not be required for this structure.


Font/Tree/Wall – The prospective purchaser of the house accommodating the old font is to be asked if the font can remain in the garden until provision is made to move the font to the Churchyard.  A contractor has been contacted regarding the removal of the Tree and possible repair to the wall – this will be discussed at a later date upon receipt of a report from the Vicar.

Code of Conduct the Clerk attended a session concerning the Parish Council Members obligation concerning the Code of Conduct.


Christmas Trees – Rawcliffe Primary School state that they will now take the lead on this event but need clarification regarding Insurance and Road Closure.

RESOLVED  That this council utilises its powers under the Local Government Act 1972, section 101, to devolve to the Clerk the authority to make decisions on planning applications providing no objections have been submitted by Parish Councillors or where: 
(1) The application falls between meetings and it is not possible to obtain from the Planning Authority an extension of time to consider the matter; and 

(2) The Chairman is unavailable to convene an extra-ordinary meeting. 

In both circumstances the Clerk shall have authority to respond on the Council’s behalf, taking into account the Local Plan; the content of any planning policies; community plan or neighbourhood plan adopted by the council; and precedent.  

This authority will not apply to applications where there are known objections by neighbours; multiple housing development; and new land allocations.  

This policy will be reviewed at each Annual Council Meeting.
