PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 

Rawcliffe Bridge Playing Field – two residents of the Parish are compiling an application for a grant to help towards the draining of the Playing Field.  The preferred contractors state that the work to drain the playing field could be completed before the beginning of the next season.  Councillor Handley has spoken to the ERYC representative who states there may be a case for allowing some wavering of rent.  It was noted that the whole of the cost of draining the field may not be covered by the Windfarm Grant, if successful.  Rawcliffe Parish Council stated that they would be willing to look favourably into matching any funding received and an amount of £5,000 was suggested.  The question was asked why Rawcliffe Parish Council signed the Contract which included maintenance of the field.  Councillor Fox agreed to look into this matter during the April meeting.
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Grass Cutting -  after speaking to the contractor, the grass cutting within the Parish is slightly better.

Planting of flower tubs – as a goodwill gesture a resident planted the tubs on the High Street in time for the Tour de Yorkshire.  The team who were in charge of these tubs has now moved away from the Parish and residents close to these tubs are to be asked if they would water them regularly especially during the Summer months.  It was suggested that Croda and Cepac should be asked to sponsor the tubs.

ERYC – The footpath from the motorway bridge to Stocks Drive, Rawcliffe Bridge is to be resurfaced between 4/8th June 2018

ERYC – Proposed erection of village signs – The matter is now in the hands of ERYC after confirming the font and design and position of the proposed village signs. 

Speed Indicator Devices – These have been erected and will stay in situ until 11th June 2018.  Unfortunately one has not worked since the day after it was erected.  ERYC have been informed. Councillor Harris stated that Humberside Police are looking to adopt Community Speed Watch areas and it could be a possibility that they would loan their equipment to the Parish of Rawcliffe.  North Yorkshire have adopted the scheme and it was suggested that Rawcliffe Parish Council should make an expression of interest to Humberside Police.

TO CONSIDER AND ACT UPON CORRESPONDENCE IF NECESSARY


ERYC Lighting – Dave Williamson, Service Manager – writes to inform the Parish Council that ERYC are not responsible for street lighting on Charter Avenue and suggests that Rawcliffe Parish Council could take out a Service Level Agreement to cover works to the lights.


ERYC state that lights that are not on the adopted highway or do not meet adoption standards are not maintained directly by ERYC. The Parish Council can act as a lighting authority and commission and maintain lighting if they so choose.  Some residents have commissioned repairs or service level agreements.  Now Charter Avenue has been identified then the correct procedures have to apply.  The Parish Council can look at taking on the lights.  The Clerk has been instructed to contact ERYC and ask when the Policy regarding the maintenance of street lights in the Parish of Rawcliffe was revised and why, now, there appears to be some lights in the Parish which are no longer under the maintenance of ERYC.
Alison Hirst – Organiser & Parent of Year 6 Pupil is organising an event for Year 6 pupils in both Rawcliffe Schools on 10th July 2018.  Mrs. Hirst is asking the Parish Council for help towards funding this event.  This matter was discussed at length and it was decided that on this occasion, Rawcliffe Parish Council would not be contributing to this event.
Humberside Police -  have issued their update for May 2018

Trevor Stones – would like to know when the latest damage to the little green is to be made good.  Dean Nurse is to be asked to look at the damage and make good and invoice the Parish Council who will forward the invoice to The Green Group.

After receiving further information from Rawcliffe School regarding costs of the improvements and further equipment required it was decided that, although sympathetic to their cause, on this occasion it was decided that if the school could raise money themselves for the improvements they should be invited to re-apply to the Parish Council for funding.


RESOLVED – that once the school could satisfy the Parish Council they had acquired funding for the equipment required then Rawcliffe Parish Council promised a grant of £500.

TO DISCUSS THE POSSIBILITY OF BICYCLE SECURITY IN THE PARISH



ERYC have confirmed that the suggestion to erect bicycle stands is acceptable.  Further investigations are in hand to check the spaces required for 10 such parks and the amount of land available.


RESOLVED – that members of Rawcliffe Parish Council would meet with Mrs. J. Crabb from ERYC to ascertain where and how many secure bicycle stands could be erected.

TO DISCUSS PARKING ON THE VILLAGE GREEN AND DESTRUCTION CAUSED BY PARKING AND THE POSSIBILITY OF ERECTING PHYSICAL BARRIERS TO STOP PARKING



A lengthy discussion took place regarding the parking of vehicles on the edges of the Village Green which is causing severe damage to the grass.  ERYC state that they are not able to increase parking on the High Street in the form of angled parking.  This would result in safety issues if motorists are reversing out or into bays. It was agreed that now is probably the time to have some physical deterrent on the Village Green to stop vehicles parking and turning.  The Village Green outside the old Vicarage is a cause for concern.


RESOLVED – the Clerk has been instructed to acquire quotations for substantial posts to site in the worst effected areas of the Village Green and large boulders on the corner of the little green.

The present contractor has promised to pay more attention to the cutting of grass areas.  Councillor Taylor is to liaise with the contractor when work is required.


A quotation has been received in the sum of £250 for the cutting back of the hedge round the new extension and to strim underneath.



Councillor Thwaite stated that he will do this work at the end of August.
