Tour de Yorkshire – local meetings are to be held setting out details of the 2019 events.  An application for a grant of £500 has been sent to ERYC to help with the cost of the proposed Big Screen as last year.

Grantfinder – Peoples Postcode Trust – Community Project Small Grants.


ERYC – Streetscene Services  inform the Parish that due to unforeseen circumstances the closure of Bridge Lane, Rawcliffe Bridge has been delayed.  The dates of the closure are yet to be decided.


Andrew Percy MP – Informs the Parish Council that ERYC has now gone out to tender for a contractor to undertake repairs.  Work should begin around the end of April/early May.

Rawcliffe Bridge Children Community – Davie Hare asks the Parish Council how to progress his proposed project.  Mr. Hare has been met with Vicky Jude with a view to proceeding with his proposed works.  It has been stated that a Committee should be formed to enable grants to be acquired for such works.

David Hudson, Communications & Engagement Manager Police & Crime Commissioner – brings to the notice of the Parish Council a vacancy of Community Speed Watch Coordinator and the closing date for applications is Sunday 3rd March 2019.

ERYC – Streetscene wish to carry out the Village Taskforce Walkabouts in Rawcliffe on Wednesday 5th June 2019 at 9.45am meeting at the junction of Station Road and the Village Green.  A representative of the Parish Council should accompany ERYC representatives.

Harold Mason – writes to say the path leading across the Churchyard is a great improvement on the one it replaced but states that the problem is that it is inaccessible to those who are in wheelchairs or have shopping buggies.  Could the Parish Council consider removing the gates at either end of the path and construct a ramp at the rear of the Green.  This matter is to be placed on the March meeting but in the meantime photographs should be taken so a formal request could be forwarded to ERYC who at the moment state that it is not their responsibility.

TO RECEIVE REPORTS REGARDING VARIOUS WORKS TO THE CREMATED REMAINS PLOT IN RAWCLIFFE CEMETERY

A local contractor has been contacted regarding laying a path to the centre of the new Cremated Remains plot and from the path to the hedge at the rear.  It has been proposed that a seat should be erected at the end of this path in front of the hedge.  A suggestion was made that memorials should be laid in rows of 2 for access round memorial stones and that half the plot should be allowed desk top memorials and half should be allowed flat tablets.  This matter will be discussed during the March meeting.

Some of the hedging planted some years ago on the Western edge of the Cemetery has died.  Councillor Handley will forward details of funding for further hedging to Councillor Taylor.

TO RECEIVE FURTHER INFORMATION REGARDING THE PROPOSD ERECTION OF A BUS SHELTER AT THE BUS STOP ON SNAITH ROAD, RAWCLIFFE



A quotation has been received for the proposed bus shelter to be situated on Snaith Road, Rawcliffe.

RESOLVED – that this quotation is accepted.  The bus shelter will now be ordered. It is noted that there is a 4/6 week delivery.


A resident adjacent to the site of the proposed bus shelter queried whether or not representatives of ERYC have visited the site and observed traffic entering the village from Snaith Road from their vehicles parked in the drive.  Councillor Wade suggested that perhaps the money could be spent on other projects elsewhere in the Parish which had a greater need.  It was noted that Rawcliffe Parish Council do consider requests for grants in March and September for worthy projects within the community.
